Admission Criteria (2005-06 and beyond)
Admission to the academic program in Christian ministry requires successful participation* or graduation from the Salvation Army School for Officer Training (SFOT) and current good standing with the Southern Territory. Beyond this criterion a SFOT cadet or officer must complete an application form and meet the following requirements (based on previous college experience) that demonstrate his/her capability to succeed in the program.

*Successful Participation indicates that the cadet has completed a minimum of one academic quarter coursework from the School for Officer Training and maintains a class average of 2.0 or “C” based on SFOT standards. Students who do not meet the criteria may not pursue degree status but may enroll in courses for enrichment/continuing education. Army enrollment indicates the student has records on file (high school and medical) for review. 

Special Student
 • A cadet or officer with ten or fewer semester hours of transfer credit from a regionally accredited institution of higher education will be accepted as a special student+ pending

1) A high school grade point average of 2.5 or above based on a 4.0 scale

2) Analysis of a writing sample  (included on the application) with an acceptable assessment of "4," "5," or "6"

3) Students who have not passed a college level math course and submit an ACT math score below 20 or an SAT math score below 480 must provide proof of math competency before the beginning of the second year.**

Special Student applicants under 23 years of age must submit an ACT composite score of 18 or above, or a recent SAT composite score of 860 or above.

Associate Student
 • A cadet or officer with more than ten but less than sixty semester hours of transfer credit from a regionally accredited institution of higher education will be accepted as a transfer student with associate standing pending

1) Analysis of a writing sample  (included on the application) with an acceptable assessment of "4," "5," or "6"

2) Students who have not passed a college level math course and submit an ACT math score below 20 or an SAT math score below 480 must provide proof of math competency before the beginning of the second year.**

Baccalaureate Student
 • A cadet or officer with sixty or more semester hours of transfer credit from a regionally-accredited institution of higher education will be accepted as a transfer student with baccalaureate standing pending

1) Analysis of a writing sample  (included on the application) with an acceptable assessment of "4," "5," or "6"

2) Students who have not passed a college level math course and submit an ACT math score below 20 or an SAT math score below 480 must provide proof of math competency before the beginning of the second year.**

**Math competency can be established through:

· submitting an ACT math score of 20 or above or an SAT score of 480 or above, or 

· passing a college-level math course, or 

· passing a developmental math class which includes elementary algebra at another accredited college or university, or

· passing the appropriate CLEP or DANTES tests,  or 

· completing the developmental math program currently required by Trevecca Nazarene University [ALEKS], or 

· passing a prepared math assessment test.

Writing Sample

During your enrollment in the Christian Ministry Program at Trevecca Nazarene University you will be doing a considerable amount of writing which must be done in accordance with university standards.  This writing assessment is a part of the enrollment process and must be completed and evaluated in order for you to be granted formal admission to the program.

· Your writing must be done in one sitting without outside assistance or special computer software beyond normal settings on Microsoft Word ® (spell check).  You may design a simple outline prior to writing.  Write a minimum of two pages (double-spaced, one inch margins, Times New Roman 12 point font); however, recommended length is four typed pages.

· It is preferable to write in third person (he, she, it, they, etc.); however, it is permissible to write in first person (I, we, us, our).  Whichever tense you use, be consistent. Request that someone proctor this assignment (fellow officer, member of corps leadership, etc.) and ask this individual to sign the final version (include printed name and designation of the proctor at the end of the writing assignment).


· Your writing sample will be evaluated on the basis of clarity, organization, and mechanics.  Proof- read your report carefully, paying attention to sentence structure, paragraph development, punctuation, and spelling.  Do not use clichés or slang.

You are asked to write about a ministerial problem or issue for the sake of your local appointment.  State the problem fully, use specific details, and explain why this problem/issue is important from a ministry perspective.  Explain attempts to solve the problem and include the rationale for these attempts.  Analyze how the outcomes or proposed solutions benefited the ministry locally and how it affects ministry in The Salvation Army at large.

Optional Topics:

· Write about your “calling” into full time Christian service.

· Why obtaining a college education is beneficial

This writing assessment will be evaluated by a writing instructor and will then be placed in your Christian Ministry program file.  You must follow the above directions and make an acceptable score (“4,” “5,” or “6”) before full admission to the program.  Failure may result in recommended tutoring before re-submission.  You will be required to pass a college level class in writing with a “C” or better if you are unable to pass the writing assessment the second time. If you already have English transfer credit, you will need to take an additional, approved writing class.
